II. SCORE SHEETS:

1. All officials must PRINT their name and indicate whether they were the Referee or Linesmen, at the top of the sheet.

2. Check that the Date and Game number are in the proper boxes.

3. Check that the sheet was properly filled out. (Names and numbers are required for all goals, assists & penalties).

4. Check that all penalty times are correct. Minor, Major, etc.

5. Place an (*) next to any Game or Match penalty. A Game Report may be necessary. (See Game Reports).

6. Have the Game Supervisor obtain all signatures. Coaches, Score Keeper's and Game Supervisors.

7. Make sure that YOU, as the referee or referees sign the score sheet.

8. You are to receive the GOLDENROD copy of the score sheet.
9. THE HOME ORGANIZATION WILL FORWARD THE SCORESHEET TO THE LEAGUE.

10. NO ONE, including the Referee, Coach or Game Supervisor is allowed to place any other notes or messages on the score sheet, except a notation that the game ended with time left on the clock. (e.g. Game ended with 5:09 left in the 3rd period due to injury or out of time).
VOUCHERS

Voucher Forms are to be filled out and brought to the Game Supervisor for their signature before each game. If there is no Game Supervisor present prior to the start of the game, the form is sent to the league with a notation in the Game Supervisor box stating that. Voucher Forms are to be sent to the league within 3 days of the game.

III. GAME REPORTS:     (REQUIRED FOR THE FOLLOWING):
1. ALL MATCH PENALTIES. PUT ON New York State MATCH  FORM

2. ANY MAJOR PENALTY FOR KICKING, SPEARING, BUTT ENDING OR HEAD BUTTING.

3. ANY PENALTY TO A COACH, OTHER THAN A BENCH MINOR.

4. ANY PENALTY UNDER RULE 601, ABUSE OF OFFICIALS, WHICH REQUIRES A SUSPENSION.

5. ANY PENALTY WHICH OCCURS AFTER THE GAME.

6. ANY SPECTATOR OR CROWD CONTROL PROBLEM.
** IN ALL OF THE ABOVE CIRCUMSTANCES**

A PHONE CALL TO THE REFEREE IN CHIEF IS REQUIRED WITHIN 24 HOURS OF THE GAME AND THE LIAHL GAME REPORT MUST BE COMPLETED AND e-mailed TO THE REFEREE IN CHIEF WITHIN 48 HOURS OF THE GAME (ALL MATCH PENALTIES are put on the NYS FORM.) e-mail address: dicapj@aol.com: sharkssi@aol.com  
Game Reports are only accepted by the League via e-mail.    No faxes.
IV. PAYCHECKS:

Referee and Linesmen paychecks will be mailed every 4-6 weeks by the League Treasurer, based upon the vouchers received. Any pay discrepancies will be handled by the assignor and then reported to the Referee In Chief

All Officials are required to have a W-9 on file with the league in order to receive a paycheck. 1099 forms will be issued as per IRS laws.

Each assignor will receive 5% of each game fee, which will be deducted from each check. Along with your check you will receive a listing of the games worked, game #, age level, game fee and/or fines.

If no Referee shows, the Linesmen shall work the 2-MAN SYSTEM and they will each be paid the Referee fee.

If there is a three man game scheduled and only two officials show up then you will work a one referee and one linesman system  

Scholarship Fund

 A one-time deduction of $20.00  will be made during the season. This money will be put into the Scholarship Fund, for a College bound High School Senior Midget League Player, or Referee/Linesman. Applications for the scholarship are available and may be obtained from the Referee in Chief.

V.  GENERAL RULES:

A. All Officials shall be on the ice before the Teams. The rules for Delay of Game shall be enforced at the start of the game.

B. One minute of rest shall be permitted between periods for all games. The rules of Delay of Game shall be enforced, if necessary.

C. For foul language, obscene gestures or any other action unbecoming of an Official on or off the ice, the offending Official may be assessed a fine and/or suspension at the discretion of the Referee in Chief or Commissioner.

D. Abuse or harassment of Member Associations, their players, coaches and/or off-ice officials by an Official, may result in a hearing by the Referee in Chief, upon receipt of a written complaint. This hearing may result in a fine and/or suspension.

E. All Officials are to treat EVERYONE in the rink with courtesy and  respect at ALL TIMES. This includes spectators, Team Officials, League Officials, Players, Coaches, Trainers and Managers. Any confrontation should be avoided and reported to the Referee in Chief immediately.

F. The Referee in Chief or Commissioner may review details or statistics relating to an Official, and take appropriate action, with or without a formal complaint.

G. Minor officials (Penalty Timekeeper, Timekeeper and Scorekeeper's), shall be furnished by the home association for each game. At least one of the officials shall be a responsible adult. Violation of this rule shall be noted to the Referee in Chief and the home association shall be fined $15.00 

H. The Long Island Hockey League uses USA Hockey signals and positioning only. Arm extended up for all penalties, at all levels of play, Mites through Midgets.

VI. PLAYING RULES:

The playing rules shall be the rules of USA Hockey, with the following exceptions and/or addition 

a. The length of periods and penalties shall be as follows for all LIAHL GAMES:

B. The Center Red Line exists for icing only, except at Flushing, where the defending Blue Line is used to determine icing.

C. Same as USA Rule 404d. Any player who incurs five penalties in the same game shall be assessed a Game Misconduct and a one game suspension. It shall be the responsibility of the home scorekeeper to notify the referee when the fifth infraction occurs. Failure to do so or intentional misrepresentation of a penalty, may result in a forfeit of the game if the home team wins or ties, or a fine to the home association if their team loses, the visiting team may at any time place an observer in the scorers booth and is encouraged to do so. After a second occurrence, the player shall be assessed game misconduct and a two game suspension. After a third occurrence, the player shall be assessed a game misconduct and an indefinite suspension until a hearing is conducted on the incident. This rule shall not supersede nor conflict with USA Hockey Rules.

D. In accordance with USA Hockey, any player receiving five penalties in a game, shall be assessed a Game Misconduct. Note: a Minor plus Misconduct is considered two penalties.

E. No more than four (4) adults are permitted on the bench as per USA Hockey. Any coach, manager, trainer, or non player on the bench must have attended a LIHL Coaches Meeting and carry the certification card with them.

F. NECK GUARDS ARE MANDATORY FOR ALL LIAHL TEAMS, AT ALL LEVELS, (MITE THRU MIDGET). A 10 MINUTE MISCONDUCT SHALL BE ASSESSED TO ANY PLAYER NOT WEARING A NECK GUARD. THIS INCLUDES ALL EXHIBITION AND NON- LEAGUE GAMES

G. The third player to enter an altercation and receive a 3rd Man in Penalty shall receive a Game Misconduct and is suspended for the next game.

H. LIAHL POLICY AT ALL TIMES, a coach who receives a Game Misconduct shall first receive a Bench Minor.
I. At the end of the game all players from each team shall line up at center ice for handshaking, after which the home team shall return to their bench and remain there until the visiting team, leaves the ice. The handshaking may be dispensed with at the discretion of the Referee and with the approval of the Game Supervisor, Commissioner, any Governor or the Referee in Chief if in attendance. If fighting results during the handshake, each player involved shall automatically be assessed a fighting penalty and a suspension subject to review of the game report. NOTE: It is not mandatory for a handshake in Atlantic League games.

J. A player who receives a penalty on the ice after the end of the game, shall be assessed a Game Misconduct and receive at least a two game suspension. The Referee shall indicate on the score sheet that the penalty occurred after the end of the game.

K. A player, who is involved in an off-ice altercation before, during or after a game, shall be given a Game Misconduct or stricter penalty, which shall result in a suspension of no less than two games pending review.

L. Abuse or harassment of League Officials on or off the ice by Coaches, Trainers, Managers or Players, shall result in an automatic indefinite suspension of the person or player involved, pending review.

VII. GAME SUPERVISORS, SAFETY AND SPECTATOR CONTROL
A. The Game Supervisor shall have the responsibility for safety, game conditions and spectator control. In the event that any spectators become unruly or disruptive to the game, the Supervisor shall warn the spectators and if necessary have them removed from the rink by Security.

B. Prior to the start of the game, the Game Supervisor shall identify themselves to the game officials and the visiting Coach and Manager. The Game Supervisor shall place their name on the score sheet and make themselves accessible to the Game Officials at all times during the game.

C. Prior to clearing the rink of any spectators, the Referee shall consult with the Game         Supervisor, Referee in Chief, Commissioner and/or Governor. Failure of the Home Association to rectify crowd control problems may result in a fine of $100, with the approval of the Board of Governors. In absence of any of the above-mentioned people at a game, the Referee shall have the authority to clear the rink of any or all spectators, if they deem necessary.

D. The Game Supervisor may discontinue a game at their sole discretion, under the following conditions:

1. Failure of, or breakage of rink equipment, makes it impossible to continue the game because it is unsafe for players, officials and/or spectators.

2. Insufficient number of players remaining to continue the game.

3. At their discretion and/or at the request of the Game Referee, Coach or Manager for reasons of safety.

4. Notification by rink officials that time has run out. (The Referee shall note this on the score sheet). (E.g. Game ended with 5:09 left in the third period.)
