
THE LONG ISLAND AMATEUR HOCKEY LEAGUE, INC.


CODE OF ETHICS
The following ethical principles relate to the conduct and actions of all officers and individuals associated with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. and its members, including its on-ice officials.  It shall be the responsibility of the Director of each Member to enforce these ethical principles.  All violations of these ethical principles shall be dealt with in a manner prescribed by the Board.

All individuals associated with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. or its members shall deport themselves with honesty and sportsmanship at all times, so that the sport of ice hockey, their teams and members, and they, as individuals, shall represent the honor and dignity of fair play and the generally recognized high standards associated with wholesome competitive sports.

All officers and individuals associated with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. and its members should remember that the purpose of the League as stated in its by-laws, code of ethics and separate rules and regulations revolves around youngsters, and no action shall be permitted that shall have an injurious effect of a physical, mental or emotional nature on the youngsters participating in the program.  

All individuals associated with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc., including its members, shall not, directly or by implication, use the corporation’s name or their affiliation with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. in the endorsement of products or services.

Competition by members in pre-season and post-season contests, and in contests and tournaments which are not sponsored, promoted, managed or controlled by the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. shall conform to the provisions of the by-laws, code of ethics and separate rules and regulations of the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc.

All officers and individuals associated with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. and its members shall respect the integrity and role of each of the other members and shall not perform any activity that would demean or be injurious to another member, thereby weakening the entire League.

All items pertaining to the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. structure, budget, player registration, scheduling, eligibility, team rosters, equipment, playing rules, exhibition games, playoffs, tournaments, supervision and coaching, and any other items pertaining to the League’s operation shall conform to the provisions of the by-laws, code of ethics and separate rules and regulations, and shall be affected by all individuals and officers associating with the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. and its members in a manner reflecting adherence to all ethical principles.

In the spirit of promoting the principles outlined above, the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. hereby establishes the Wally Livingston Memorial Trophy, to be presented each year to the winner of the Midget B Division Championship of the Long Island Amateur Hockey League, Inc. in memory of a coach who did so much to promote and support youth hockey on Long Island.
